Watching Dreambox programs over the internet

Here are some steps that you need to perform to get the streaming of channels working. Now this is far from perfect as you will see, but I am sure that some people will take this and start extending this solution so it becomes more user friendly.

1) Download VLC and install this on PC (my PC is a dual core AMD 3800, with 3GB memory)

2) Install VLC

3) Open up VLC 

Go to File
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Select “Open Network Stream …” ….. and that will bring up the next screen:
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Click on HTTP/HTTPS/FTP/MMS and type the URL to the dreambox in there like this (substiture dreambox.lan with your own name ofcourse)
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Basically what we are telling VLC is to go the dreambox.lan and connect on port 31339 (now this URL isn’t complete yet, but that we will do later). So VLC gets the input from this URL.  Now we need to tell VLC where to send this input to …..

Click on Stream output ……
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So here we will tell where the output stream will go to and in what format. Slect HTTP and put in the IP address of your local machine (PC) and assign some port number. I have 192.168.1.68 and 8081 for that. Now we need to select the type of output stream for the video and the audio. Choose DIVX3 and MP3, the bitrate will decide the bandwidth that you need. The lower the bit rate the worse the output on the screen will become. Start with 128 and 32 for video and audio. The scale will decide the output screen size (that can be scaled later) and I have a value of 0.5 there.


Here is my input example.
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Click on OK, that brings you back to the Media Resource Locator screen ….. There we have to complete the URL.  So enter the http://dreamboxip:31339/PAT,PMT,VPID,APID format for this URL string and you should be ready.
I have this added to the url: 0,03f3,0205,0058,1ffe, that brings Nederland 1 on my stream. So it looks like this:
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Now when you click OK, VLC will start connecting and streaming. So how can you then read this stream? Go to windows mediaplayer and click FILE, and then OPEN URL. Enter the URL that was used for the output stream on this machine. In my example I used:

http://192.168.1.68:8081/ , wait for the buffering to complete and voila!

Potential problems:

1) Firewalls. I have the windows and Norton firewalls disabled.

2) How to access this from outside the firewall? Two solutions. The first is to do port forwarding on the firewall for 8081 (could be different for you) to the server with ip 192.168.
