How to Delete an "Undeletable" File or Folder

1. - Open an elevated command prompt (run as administrator)

2. - Leave Command prompt open; Open task manager

3. - End the process/apps/Windows Explorer.exe
The desktop and the taskbar will disappear.

4. - Switch back to command prompt with Alt+Tab

5A. Delete FILE - Change to the directory of your file and delete it.
· Enter command  CD Full directory of file + enter
· Enter command del filename.extention +enter

5B. Delete FOLDER - Delete the folder
· Enter command  RD /S /Q [DRIVE:]\PATH\TO\FOLDER + enter
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Enter command del filename.extention +enter

6. - Switch back to task manager Alt+Tab

7. - Restart "Windows Explorer.exe"
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
